SUPPLY and INSTALLATION of the HOMEFIND Street Numbering System
I would like to introduce the new revolutionary HOMEFIND Street Numbering System, and would like to submit the following proposal for the consideration of the Council.
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The HOMEFIND Street Numbering System
This product is designed to ensure that properties can be easily identified, particularly under difficult conditions such as in the rain, at night, in a street without streetlights.  These are the types of conditions that may prevail when Emergency Services are called out to a property, for example, in the aftermath of a cyclone.

The configuration of the HOMEFIND Street Number System is such that  the street number of the property will be easily visible in the headlights of an approaching vehicle from a distance of more than ±15m.  This is far superior to other numbering systems which can only be clearly seen from virtually adjacent to the number, when the vehicle headlights have already passed the number.  This makes it difficult for the driver to read the number without the aid of a torch.
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The HOMEFIND number system allows convenient and safe driving, while still enabling the driver to easily identify the properties well before driving past.  This is of course not only essential to Emergency Services, but also enables visitors, customers, and delivery persons to locate the correct property very easily. 

The HOMEFIND numbering system comprises of a solid plastic body that is attached to the kerb by means of adhesive or bolts.  The body has two sloping faces with recesses in which the street number digits are fitted.  The reflective digits with mounting lugs on the back merely clip into holes in the body and glued.  The digits are below the surface of the body and are well protected from damage due to vehicle tyres running over the number.  When mounted on the kerb, the numbers are angled so as to be visible by approaching vehicles.  As the body is double-sided, the number is visible from both directions along the road.  If white numbers are utilised on the LHS of the block and yellow on the RHS, then the street numbers on the left of the road will always be white, and the numbers on the right hand side of the road will always be yellow, making property recognition very simple for the driver. The body and numbers are extremely durable even under tropical exposure conditions, with a long service life and colours adapted to council requirements.
The HOMEFIND numbering system may be used in 2 ways:
       Mounted on the vertical face of a barrier kerb, or the sloping face of a mountable kerb. 
       Mounted near the edge of the bitumen seal on rural type roads that do not have kerbs.


The attached photographs demonstrate the various mounting options.
The versatility of the HOMEFIND Numbering System makes it a universal product with the flexibility to be used in any circumstance, unlike other street numbering systems.
